Restoring Hope Transplant
House is a non-profit facility in
Middleton that will soon offer
comfortable and affordable
housing to transplant patients
and their caregivers while they
are in the Madison area
receiving life-saving treatments
at nearby medical facilities.

The Transplant House is
currently closed until the
necessary funds have been
raised to finish renovations.

Upon completion, the House will
feature 16 bedrooms each
equipped with a private
bathroom and shower, modern
kitchen and dining facilities,
community areas and laundry.

In order to raise funds to remodel
the House and provide ongoing
financial support, this annual
community-supported bike event
was started last year. Last
year’s ride generated 220
registered riders and many more
supporters. We’re hoping for
another great event in 2010.
